Our planet Earth is one of nine planets revolving around the Sun, a fairly small and ordinary star, which lies
in the outer areas of the Milky Way galaxy. There are about 250 billion stars in our galaxy and billions of galaxies
in the universe, People have always rendered about the possibility of intelligent life forms on other planets.
